Saint John’s (Minn.) Men & Methodist Women Capture No.1 Spots
in Division 111 Preseason Coaches’ Polls

NEW YORK, NY—Golf World has published the results of its latest preseason College
Coaches’ Polls and its list of the Top 50 male and female “Players to Watch.” The content,
which is part of Golf World’s annual College Preview issue, can be viewed online now at
www.golfworld.com.

On the men’s side, Saint John’s (Minn.) is the No. 1 pick in the Golf World/Nike Golf Division
111 Preseason Coaches’ Poll, garnering 17 of 21 first-place votes. The Johnnies won their first
ever golf title in the spring.

The rest of the top-five consists of: Oglethorpe (No. 2); Methodist (No. 3); La Verne (No. 4);
Guilford (No. 5).

On the women’s side, Methodist, the dominant power with 10 straight national championships, is
ranked No. 1 in the Golf World/NGCA Division 111 Preseason Coaches’ Poll. Despite losing two-
time individual medalist Charlotte Williams, Methodist received 16 of 17 first-place votes, with
the remaining vote going to No. 2 DePauw.

Gustavus Adolphus (No. 3), Southwestern (No. 4) and Saint Thomas (No. 5) round out the top-
five.
